2. Clear bags are required. Bags should be no larger than lawn or « 3rdcycle  Jan, 2-5, 2007

leaf-size bags (40 gallons or less). There is no limit to the number

of bags you can set out. Bulky materials such as brush and tree limbs
CANNOT be accepted.

3. Burning of leaves is not permitted in James City County, except in
certain areas zoned A-1, General Agriculture.
